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Government Services 

Cumberland County is governed by a five-member Board of 

Supervisors.  A County Administrator handles the daily 

operations.   

 

Utilities 

Electricity is supplied throughout the county by Dominion 

Virginia Power, Central Virginia Electric Cooperative and 

Southside Electric Cooperative. 

 

Cumberlandôs public water system serves the central region of 

the county, while its public sewer system serves both the 

central and southern areas of the community.  Wastewater is 

treated by the Town of Farmville. 

 

Solid waste disposal is offered at three transfer stations: 

Hamilton (north), Madison (central), Randolph (south).  All 

three transfer stations accept household waste and recyclables.  

In addition, Madison accepts tires, brush and construction 

debris.

Emergency Services 

Police protection is provided by the Cumberland County 

Sheriffôs Department.  Additional support is also provided by 

the Virginia State Police.   

 

Three volunteer fire departments provide service to the 

community: Cartersville Volunteer Fire Department (north), 

Cumberland Volunteer Fire Department (central), Randolph 

Fire Department (south).   

 

Two volunteer rescue squads serve Cumberland Countyôs 

emergency medical response needs: Cartersville Volunteer 

Rescue Squad (ALS Capabilities) and Cumberland Volunteer 

Rescue Squad.  Prince Edward Volunteer Rescue Squad also 

provides service to the southern section of the county.    

Family Services 

The Cumberland County Department of Social 

Services offers temporary financial assistance, medical 

assistance and additional supportive services to 

citizens in need.   

 

Medical Services 

Centra Southside Community Hospital, located in 

Farmville, is  a 116-bed facility providing a full 

compliment of medical services to the community.
